Lesson Plan #2  Fraction of a set!

Anticipatory Set: The teacher will read the story “Bigger is Smaller”.  The teacher will express to the students that they will be learning how to use fractions to divide things into equal amounts.  “This new way to divide things makes it easy to share fairly.”
Purpose:  The teacher will say, “The purpose of this lesson is to give all of you a better understanding of how fractions can be used every day.  After today’s lesson, you will be able to divide a piece of candy equally among four friends.”
Connection to previous learning/ Build background knowledge: The teacher will say, “ I know yesterday all of you used fractions to show parts halves of a whole.  Today, we will simply go one step further and show equal parts of a set using candy.”
Procedure (15 minutes – filling out response sheet / 5-10 minutes sharing with partner / 10 minutes – create example to share with class)
Introduce Skittles Response Sheet. 
Tell the students when they go back to their desks they will wait for instructions.


Students will open their Skittles and count up the total # of skittles. 
Next, have them separate their skittles into groups by colors. 
They will count the number of each color. 
They will then have to describe their package of skittles using fractions. Next, they will use sentence frames to tell their group their fractions. (e.g. 3/15ths of mine are purple).


After students have shared their response sheets with each other, hand out a half-sheet of paper and the pairs will come up with one example of a part:set that they want to share with the class. They will draw their part: set and write a sentence/word problem about their example.
Example: Draw 20 students. If 13/20 are girls and the rest are boys, what is the fraction of the class that are boys.


Closure (10 minutes) I will bring the students back to the rug where they will present their example to the class.
